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NAME AND MISSION








Art. 1 

The European Regional and Local Authorities Network, hereafter referred to as EUREGHA is an administrative regional and local network on health issues with no formal or political mandate.

Art. 2

EUREGHA is a free, open, European network of regional and local authorities focused on public health which reaches out across the EU to create synergies between regions and other stakeholders on health issues.  
Art. 3

EUREGHA represents the interest of regional and local health authorities and bases its activities upon the variety of experiences that the membership offers.

Art.4

EUREGHA is an inclusive network with many opportunities to benefit from work both internally within the network and externally due to its increasing recognition and structured dialogue with the EU institutions and other stakeholders.

Art. 5

The network presents experiences from members through structured dialogue with the European institutions and promotes activities aiming at increasing both understanding of regional health systems and recognition of the valuable contribution that local and regional authorities can make to the European process.

Art. 6

The network brings together a large number of European local and regional authorities, adding weight to the regional voice in European policy making.

OBJECTIVES










Art. 7
The objectives of the EUREGHA network are:

· To enhance the regional and local influence on EU initiatives at an early stage by providing knowledge to the European institutions.

· To share information and experiences on public health and promote the exchange of best practices as a means to create interregional and cross-border partnerships.  

· To raise awareness of the role of local and regional authorities in implementing EU health initiatives. 

· To provide access to European funding and advocacy opportunities.  
MEMBERSHIP









Eligibility
Art. 8
Full membership of EUREGHA is open to:
· Regional and local health authorities

· Brussels based representative office of regional administration and local authorities

· Associations of local and/or regional authorities
Benefits and Rights
Art. 9
EUREGHA Members can input their regional opinions into EUREGHA joint-positions to the European Parliament and Commission.

Art. 10
EUREGHA Members can send their experts to events in which EUREGHA is called to provide a speaker to represent the regional voice.
Art. 11
EUREGHA Members can publicize their partner search and events by availing of the communication channels of the Network such as the website and mailing lists.
Art. 12
EUREGHA Members receive up-to-date information on EU Health Policies having an impact on health.

Art. 13

EUREGHA Members have voting rights to approve the Members of the Consultative Group.

Art. 14

Members of the Consultative Group have voting rights to appoint the Chairman and the Secretariat.

BODIES











General Assembly

Art. 15
The General Assembly is the main body of the EUREGHA Network in which the Business Plan of the Network is presented and voted.
Art. 16
The General Assembly is compounded by all Members and is presided by the Chairman. The General Assembly convenes at least once a year.
Art. 17
The General Assembly approves the members of the Consultative Group every year. There can be appointed one regional or local representative and one regional/local alternate to represent the country in the Consultative Group. 

Art. 18
One vote is assigned to each Member.

Art. 19
The General Assembly takes decision by simple majority.

The Consultative Group
Art. 20
The Consultative Group coordinates and ensures that the EUREGHA network is working towards the fulfillment of its objectives.
Art. 21
The Consultative Group represents EUREGHA vis-à-vis EU institutions.
Art. 22
Acts as a channel for dissemination of information to the regional and local authorities and facilitates participation of these authorities at an early stage of the EU policy making process.
Art. 23
Identifies and selects relevant European health issues for the EUREGHA network and approves all EUREGHA policy statements.
Art. 24
Identifies and selects experts to represent the EUREGHA network in various working groups or consultations.  
Art. 25
The Consultative Group appoints, among its members, a Chairman, two Vice-Chairman and the Secretariat at least for a period of 1 year.
Art. 26
Approves any other measure necessary to maximise the functioning of the Network.

Art. 27
One vote is assigned by Member State represented within the Consultative Group.

Art. 28
The Consultative Group takes decisions by simple majority of vote.
Chair
Art. 29
The Chair reports to the General Assembly on all network activities and outputs.
Art. 30
Represents EUREGHA in high level political events and conferences. In case of unavailability, he may delegate this role to other CG Members.
Art. 31
Represents the Head of the Secretariat and proposes to the Consultative Group the team that will compound the Secretariat. The Secretariat can be compounded by one or more persons working for one or different regional or local authorities represented within the network.
Art.32

The region chairing the Consultative group will contribute to the general expenses of the secretariat to assure an effective promotion of the network and a successful implementation of the activities.
Vice-Chair
Art.33
The Vice-Chair assists the Chair of EUREGHA in meeting his or her responsibilities and in particular helping to ensure the efficient conduct of the activities at the Consultative Group meetings and at general meetings.
Art. 34
Stands in for the Chair whenever the Chair is unable to attend an event or meeting.
Secretariat
Art. 35
Appointed each year according to a decision of the Consultative Group by majority of vote.

Art. 36
The Secretariat is accountable to the Consultative Group and, through it, to the General Assembly. It works following the instructions of the chair.
Art. 37
Disseminates information to the regional and local authorities and facilitates the participation of these authorities at an early stage of the EU policy making process.
Art.38
The Secretariat prepares agendas and minutes for the Consultative Group meetings.
Art.39
Proposes policy documents to the approval of the Consultative Group.

Art.40
Develops the activities of the Business Plan and is responsible for the management of the website.
Working Groups 

Art. 41
Within the EUREGHA network, the members and the Consultative Group can decide to establish working groups concentrating on relevant European health issues.

All members have the right to propose the creation of a Working Group but the creation of Working Groups must be approved by the Consultative Group by simple majority.

Art.42
A working group can be permanent or temporary on the basis of its objectives and expected output.

Art.43
A working group must be composed by a minimum number of five EUREGHA members from at least four different Member States.

Any member of the EUREGHA Network can participate in a working group. Experts for outside the network can bi invited to participate to working groups
Art.44
Each Working group must nominate a Coordinator. Any member of the general Assembly can be a Coordinator of the Working Group. The Working Group Coordinator has the responsibility of:

· Defining the work plan of the Working Group;

· Managing communication between members of the working group;

· Reporting to EUREGHA Consultative Group meetings on the status / update of working group activities.

BUDGETS










Art. 45
Membership of EUREGHA is voluntary for the time being. 

Art. 46
The Network relies on voluntary fees given by its members to enable the development of the EUREGHA network. 

Art. 47
If a member organizes an event in collaboration with EUREGHA, the former should contribute to the general expenses.
Art. 48
Each member will be free to contribute on the basis of its own resources in every activities and at every request of sharing cost by the chair or by the management board.
Art. 49
The Rules of Procedures are to be approved by the General Assembly.
